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Guidelines No. 2, Feb. 1st, 2023

Enforcement Guidelines for Violating Vehicles in Cargo Area

Article 1. Purpose
These guidelines prepared by Kansai Airports ("KAP") shall set forth the necessary matters for the
enforcement against violations by vehicles (the “Violating Vehicle”) and violations by drivers (the “Violator”).
The purpose of the guidelines is to reduce traffic congestion and maintain order in the cargo area of Kansai
International Airport (the “Area”), to ensure the smooth and quick movement of air cargo, and to ensure
the proper operation of the "Regulations on the Management of the Security Area of the Kansai
International Airport" and the "Guidelines for the Use of Bicycle in the International Cargo Area of the
Kansai International Airport" which are established by KAP, and the "Rules on the Use of Forklift in the
International Cargo Area of the Kansai International Airport" established by the International Cargo Area

Business Operator Liaison Council.

Article 2. Violations

In these guidelines, the violations subject to the enforcement are listed in Exhibits 1 and 2.

Article 3. Enforcement Method
The person in change at KAP (the "Person in Charge") and traffic enforcers designated by KAP (the "Traffic
Enforcer") shall carry out the enforcement by issuing a warning letter against the Violating Vehicles and the

Violator.

Article 4. Enforcement Standards and Measures

The enforcement standards and measures shall be as follows:

(1) Vehicles with Vehicle Entry Pass for Kansai International Airport (the “Vehicle Entry Pass”)

(a) Issue a warning letter to the Violating Vehicle and the Violator and give them a violation point.
The number of violation point shall be as shown in Exhibit 1.
If there are multiple grounds for violation in a single case, the total number of violation points for each
violation shall be given.

(b) If the cumulative violation points reach five, the Vehicle Entry Pass on the Violating Vehicle shall be
returned for one month and be prohibited from entering the Area.
The Violator shall return the Entry Pass for one month.

(c) If the same vehicle or the same driver violates rules within one year after the measure in (b) is taken
and the cumulative violation points reach three, the Vehicle Entry Pass on the Violating Vehicle shall
be returned for an additional two months and be prohibited from entering the Area.

The Violator shall return the Entry Pass for two months.

(d) If the same vehicle or the same driver violates rules during the period and within one year after the



measure in (c) is taken, regardless of the nature of the violation (violation points), the Vehicle Entry
Pass on the Violating Vehicle shall be returned, and the application for the Vehicle Entry Pass shall not
be accepted in the future.

The Violator shall return the Entry Pass for an additional one month.

(e) Business operators who have been subject to measures of (b) and (c) shall not be allowed to apply for
the issuance of the Vehicle Entry Pass for new vehicles and the Entry Pass for one year after the end of
return period of the pass.

For businesses who were imposed the measure under (d), the application for the issuance of the Vehicle
Entry Pass for new vehicles and the Entry Pass shall not be accepted for two years after the end of

return period of the pass.

(2) Vehicles with Security Area One-Time Vehicle Entry Pass (the “One-Time Vehicle Entry Pass”)
(a) Issue a warning letter to the Violating Vehicle and the Violator and give them a violation point.
The number of violation point shall be as shown in Exhibit 1.
If there are multiple grounds for violation in a single case, the total number of violation points for each
violation shall be given.

(b) If the cumulative violation points reach five, the Violating Vehicle and the Violator shall be prohibited
from entering the Area for one month. The Violator with the Entry Pass shall return the Entry Pass and
the application for the One-Time Vehicle Entry Pass shall not be accepted for the said vehicle for one
month.

(c) If the same vehicle or the same driver violates rules and the cumulative violation points reach three
during the period and within one year after the measure in (b) is taken, the Violating Vehicle and the
Violator shall be prohibited from entering the Area for two months. The Violator with the Entry Pass
shall return the Entry Pass and the application for the One-Time Vehicle Entry Pass shall not be accepted
for the said vehicle for two months.

(d) If the same vehicle or the same driver violates rules during the period and within one year after the
measure in (c) is taken, regardless of the nature of the violation (violation points), the One-Time Vehicle
Entry Pass on the Violating Vehicle shall be returned and the application for the One-Time Vehicle Entry
Pass shall not be accepted in the future.

The Violator shall return the Entry Pass for an additional one month.

(e) Business operators who have been subject to entry ban measures of (b) and (c) shall not be allowed to
apply for the new issuance of the Entry Pass for one year after the end of the entry ban period.
For businesses who were imposed the measure under (d), the new application for the issuance of the

Entry Pass shall not be accepted for two years after the end of return period of the pass.

(3) Forklift
(a) Issue a warning letter to the Violating Vehicle and the Violator and give them a violation point.

The number of violation point shall be as shown in Exhibit 2.



If there are multiple grounds for violation in a single case, the total number of violation points for each
violation shall be given.

(b) If the cumulative violation points reach five, the use of the Violating Vehicle and the driving by the
Violator in the Area shall be banned for one month.

(¢) If the same vehicle or the same driver violates rules and the cumulative violation points reach three
during the period and within one year after the measure in (b) is taken, the use of the Violating Vehicle
and the driving by the Violator in the Area shall be banned for an additional two months.

(d) If the same vehicle or the same driver violates rules during the period and within one year after the
measure in (c) is taken, regardless of the nature of the violation (violation points), the Use Pass on the
Violating Vehicle shall be returned and the application for the Use Pass shall not be accepted in the
future.

In addition, measures such as withdrawal from the Area shall be taken promptly at the responsibility
and expense of the issuing company, and if the issuing company fails to do so, KAP may take such
measures at the expense of the issuing company.

The Violator shall be prohibited from driving in the Area for one month.

(e) Business operators who have been subject to a usage and driving ban measures of (b) and (c) shall not
be allowed to apply for the issuance of the Use Pass for new vehicles for one year after the end of the
usage and entry ban period.

For businesses who were imposed a return of passes and a driving ban under (d), the application for
the issuance of the Use Pass for new vehicles shall not be accepted for two years after the return or
the end of driving ban period. If the business is imposed the return and the driving ban simultaneously,

the application shall not be accepted for two years after the end of the driving ban period.

(4) Bicycle
(a) Issue a warning letter to the Violating Vehicle and the Violator and give them a violation point.
The number of violation point shall be as shown in Exhibit 2.
If there are multiple grounds for violation in a single case, the total number of violation points for each
violation shall be given.

(b) If the cumulative violation points reach five, the use of the Violating Vehicle and the driving by the
Violator in the Area shall be banned for one month.

(¢) If the same vehicle or the same driver violates rules and the cumulative violation points reach three
during the period and within one year after the measure in (b) is taken, the use of the Violating Vehicle
and the driving by the Violator in the Area shall be banned for an additional two months.

(d) If the same vehicle or the same driver violates rules during the period and within one year after the
measure in (c) is taken, regardless of the nature of the violation (violation points), the Bicycle Usage
Sticker in the International Cargo Area (the “Usage Sticker”) shall be returned and the application for
the Usage Sticker shall not be accepted in the future.

In addition, measures such as withdrawal from the Area shall be taken promptly at the responsibility



and expense of the issuing company, and if the issuing company fails to do so, KAP may take such
measures at the expense of the issuing company.
The Violator shall be prohibited from driving in the Area for one month.

(e) Business operators who have been subject to a usage and driving ban measures of (b) and (c) shall not
be allowed to apply for the issuance of the Usage Sticker for new vehicles for one year after the end of
the usage and entry ban period.

For businesses who were imposed a return of passes and a driving ban under (d), the application for
the issuance of the Usage Sticker for new vehicles shall not be accepted for two years after the return
or the end of driving ban period.

If the business is imposed the return and the driving ban simultaneously, the application shall not be

accepted for two years after the end of the driving ban period.

Article 5. Measures against the Violating Vehicle and the Violator
If the Violating Vehicle and the Violator reach the cumulative violation points subject to the entry ban set
forth in (1) (a) (c), (2) (a) (c) of the preceding article and the usage and driving ban set forth in (3) (b) (c),
(4) (b) (c) of the preceding article, KAP may shorten the period of such measures after conducting an
interview with the representative person and having the Violator and the representative person take the
following actions (1) and (2).
(1) Participate in safety patrols organized by KAP

(2) Submit measures to prevent recurrence

Article 6. Measures for Malicious Businesses and Drivers
If KAP determines that a business or a driver is malicious, it may immediately take measures such as imposing
the return of the Vehicle Entry Pass, the Entry Pass, and the Usage Sticker, notwithstanding the provisions

of Article 2.

Article 7. Matters Necessary for Implementation
Matters not stipulated in these guidelines and matters necessary for the implementation of these guidelines

shall be separately stipulated by KAP.

Supplementary Provisions

These guidelines shall come into effect as of Feb. 1st, 2023.
